SUBJECT:  Amendment to Privileges Concerning Academic Probation
1. The purpose of this memorandum is to authorize an amendment to the privileges of CDT Thomas Martin, Class of 2005, Company C-2.
2.  Background: CDT Martin is currently meeting every academic graduation requirement established by the Dean.  Because of the rule the Dean established at the beginning of this academic year concerning Academic Performance Summary Cumulative (APSC) he is on academic probation.  According to the Associate Dean, Dr. Kent Laudeman, the APSC is not a graduation requirement.  CDT Martin has been on continual academic probation from the beginning of yearling year to the present time.  In that time he has had, essentially, the privileges of a New Cadet save now being able to visit the First Class Club.  

3.  CDT Martin has shown an upward trend in his academic performance since being placed on probation at the beginning of his yearling year.  His 1st semester TQPA of 2.62 is evidence of his commitment toward better performance.  His performance last semester brought his CQPA above a 2.0 and made him eligible to graduate.
3.  Authorized Changes:  Given CDT Martin’s performance 1st semester and my confidence in his ability to maintain his current academic standing, I authorize a more lenient set of privileges for CDT Martin.  I authorize he be allowed to take pass for the 3 and 4 day weekends this semester, pass for 100th night weekend, and Off-Post Privileges on Saturday nights.  I authorize no other changes to the terms of his current academic probation.
4.  Stipulation: CDT Martin will be required to maintain a TQPA of at least 2.6 or his privileges will be revoked.  He will give CPT Wooten weekly progress reports to ensure awareness of his academic standing throughout the term.

5.  CDT Martin is aware of the consequences should he fail to reach the minimum requirement of 2.4 for the semester.  He is absolutely confident he will attain his goal of 2.6 or better, and he has no choice but to do so.
